For those of you who were at the March meeting with the Merchant’s Mall, one of the exhibitors demonstrated a mar-
velous tool called the Quick & Easy Block Tool, which | bought to add to our library. Even though it isn't strictly speak-
ing a book, | thought it would be a good thing to add to the library, and give people a chance to try it out.

New Books

#501 — A BAKER'’S DOZEN; 13 quilts from jelly rolls, layer cakes and more, from the staff at That Patchwork Place.

Jelly rolls are pre-cut 2 %" wide strips of fabrics, often sold in colour-co-ordinated packs. For those of you who have

acquired the popular jelly roll strips, here are 13 patterns for quilts from jelly rolls, fat quarters, 5” charm squares, and
10" layer cakes.

#502 — ORION’S STAR QUILT, by Eleanor Burns. Combining two traditional, well-loved blocks into an exciting new
look. The center part of the block is an 8-pointed Sawtooth Star, and the Log Cabin completes the Orion’s Star block.
As with all Eleanor Burn’s books, directions are detailed and explicit. The variety of looks that can be achieved with

this single pattern is amazing kAAAAAAAAAAAAA

#503 — QUICK and EASY BLOCK TOOL. Not a book, but a
handy tool for creating 102 traditional quilt blocks in 5 sizes
each, with design details and construction diagrams. The ulti-
mate no-math reference guide for quilters — includes cutting
instructions, helpful reference tables, yardage requirements,
diagonal measurements, and a block index

Quilting Tips

Here is a good tip from www.thequiltshow.com you might be interested in.

Repair Pouch—the next time you “gift” a quilt you might want to attach a pouch with a repair kit. Make a
small muslin envelope (4" x 4”) and mark on the outside that it contains fabrics from the quilt for any
needed repairs. Enclose 3" x 3” squares of all the fabrics used in the quilt. Stitch the envelope closed
and slipstitch it onto the quilt backing in the corner opposite the label. The swatches will be laundered at
the same time as the quilt and will be a closer colour match if needed in future.
